Background

Deposit insurance schemes in SEE countries share several common features. Institutional environment (e.g. bankruptcy laws and their enforcement) is imperfect. Banking systems are internationalized and much more stable than a few years ago. Deposit insurance premiums are high in international comparisons. 

Some funds have begun to think about optimum financial structure of ex ante fund (determination of optimum premium), but these are exceptions, rather than rules. Know-how about financial planning with proper use of range of financial instruments may be developed further among SEE deposit insurers. 
By neglecting financial policy issues, we may end up accepting sub-optimal solutions, with imperfect and expensive regulation that may prove to be ineffective to protect financial stability. 

Aims of the Seminar

The Tirana technical seminar of SEE deposit insurers will aim at:

1. Improving expert-level communication between SEE deposit insurers

2. Improving financial management policies and practices in deposit insurance schemes in SEE countries
3. Developing awareness and improving understanding of DIF financial policy issues among market participants.

4. Improving dialogue between authorities and market participants.
Targeted attendants are CEOs and financial managers of deposit insurance schemes, bank CEOs and Heads of Banking Associations from South-East European countries.
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
